Dornfelder is a relatively new German red wine. Its distinctive 

taste and strong character qualified Dornfelder to be cultivated
in the German wine growing regions.  The Schreiber Estate 

has been growing Dornfelder since the 1920’s on the terroir of 

the Klausenberg in Rheinhessen. The loam soil and sunshine 

conditions let the grapes reach full ripeness and balanced 

acidity allowing for an excellent harvest quality. The intensive
color came out on the warm days during maturation.  This 

distinctive style of Dornfelder is fermented in midsize, medium 

toasted  oak barrels (barrique) and focuses more on the 

tannins and structure of the wine.
